All plont material to be nursery grown.

Plants shall conform with the American Association of Nurseryman standards in all ways
including dimensions.

Plant material shall be taken from healthy nursery stock.

Plants shall be planted in all locations designed on the plan or as stoked in the field by
the Landscape Architect.

All plants shall be hardy under climate conditions similar to those in the locality of the
project.

All landscape and buffer plantings shall be maintained in o healthy condition at all times.
Any dying, deod or diseased plants shall immediately be replaced “in kind” (or as may
otherwise be subsequentiolly approved by the Planning Board) by the project owner or
the Homeowner Association (HOA).
